What do we need to do?

Hispanics as a population continue to be over represented in the total number of AIDS patients and in the number of reported new cases. What this means for us as a community is that we are not doing enough to change the behaviors that transmit the virus within our population. We have to look at our community and really analyze what makes us behave in ways that transmit the virus and what we can do to change these community behavior patterns. We must look at the positive and negative elements of our culture that affect the spread of this disease.

 How is HIV spread?
HIV is the acronym for Human Immunodeficiency Virus.  This virus has been infecting humans for a long time.  Some time ago the virus began to produce disease in the human.  This happens as a consequence of the reproduction of the virus in our body.  The virus is spread by contact with infected body fluids and access of this infected body fluid into our blood. The main ways that happens are by sex, and sharing needles used for shots or drugs.
How can I get HIV?

You can get HIV if you have unprotected sex with a person that has been infected with the virus. Unprotected sex means having anal, vaginal and oral sex without a condom.  If you have other sexually transmitted infections or diseases you have a greater chance of making HIV get into your blood when you’re having unprotected sex. Once you become infected with HIV you can’t get rid of it, you will be infected for life. Other ways of placing HIV into your blood is by using infected needles.  Needles are infected when a person that has HIV uses the needle and another person uses the needle again. This usually happens when drug users share needles but it can also happen when you reuse needles when injecting steroids, insulin or vitamins. SO DON’T EVER REUSE NEEDLES. Make sure all the medical equipment you use is sterile.


How can I be sure my partner safe?

Body Fluids:

 Semen, Vaginal Secretions, Blood, Spinal Fluid.

You must get tested.  The Miami-Dade County Health Department has testing sites available throughout the area. Please call the Office of HIV/AIDS Services at 305-324-2409.
